LANGUAGE CLUB

The Atlas Language Club is a teacher-supervised session
that runs twice a week in our large library and self-study
room. With the support of a senior teacher you can work
individually or in small groups either reviewing key
grammar and vocabulary or getting help with your
homework.

You will also be encouraged to develop the learning
habits and independent study skills that will help you to
continue learning both outside school during your course
and also when you return home.

At the end of your first week you will have a Week One
Tutorial with a member of the Atflas team.
