2. Accommodation

IELS will advise you on a variety of accommodation options. You should book
accommodation for the Arrival Date until your Departure Date unless you are informed
to the contrary by IELS. Accommodation arrangements are your responsibility unless you
indicate that you wish to book accommodation with IELS on your Application Form.

3. Agreement
